RALLY DAYS

Rally days have moved to the second Sunday of each month to avoid clashes with other riding clubs and to alleviate the problem of gaining the services of instructors.  The success of the rally days will be reviewed at the January 2009 meeting.  

The club will book the Lindawarra Indoor Arena for a 4 hour time frame from 9am to 1pm on each rally day.  The Lindawarra management has kindly offered to support the club for another 12 months by offering their facilities at a reduced rate of $5.00 per horse.

The club also proposes to run some mid week rallies during the daylight saving months. Days and times to be announced.  Information sessions will also be offered at some rallies.  The first information session will be on How to attach a false tail.  If there is anything you would like to see demonstrated or discussed please speak to Virginia or June.
